Greetings, 
 
I hope you are well and I pray that you are happy. As we begin this Advent season, 
“Between Darkness and Light” we need three very important ingredients to make 
this journey worthwhile. The first is to be vigilant. Now is the time to “Beware that 
your hearts do not become drowsy  from carousing and drunkenness and the 
anxieties of daily life,  and that day catch you by surprise like a trap.”  Another way 

to be vigilant is to stay awake, be on guard. How alert are we as prepare for the Lord’s coming? It 
can happen at any moment. So this season calls for a good, real truthful confession. Ways to be 
vigilant can be to go to Mass, spend time before the Blessed Sacrament, study the Bible and to be 
faithful in telling others about Jesus.

Secondly, pray! This advent would be a good opportunity to spend some time at the Grotto, or Mt. 
Angel or even the Trappist monastery.  We make time to go shopping, to battle the crowds, to fight 
the traffic and to decorate the house. But what about making time for silence for a walk in the 
woods or on the beach. Just taking it all in will help us to experience the light in a new way. You will 
be surprised how silent reflection can make a difference. 
 
Finally, have strength. Do not be afraid or be a coward. Speak the truth, live the truth and break 
through the secularism of today. We all need to “escape the tribulations that are imminent and to 
stand before the Son of Man.”  Allow your faith in God to embolden you to face your challenges. 
There is no doubt that we may encounter events and circumstances that could lead us to despair. 
Having strength will allow you and me to  boldly embrace Jesus' words and to witness to the action 
of God in our world.  
 
This advent let us move from darkness toward the light, the shining light of our Savior Jesus. BE 
VIGILANT! PRAY! HAVE STRENGTH!

History of the Jesse Tree: 
Jesse Trees are a very old Christmas Tradition that first started in  
medieval times.  They are used to help tell the story of the Bible from  
Creation to the Christmas.  The name comes from Jesse who was the  
Father of King David.  A branch is a sign of new life and new beginnings.  
Jesus was a descendent of King David and as Christians; we believe that  
Jesus is the new branch. 

 
The first Jesse Trees were large carvings, tapestries or 
even stained-glass windows that were put in Churches 
to help illiterate people learn about salvation history.  
Today, Jesse Trees are used as a kind of Advent  
Calendar.  You can use a normal Christmas tree of a 
banner in the shape of a tree.  Each day through  
Advent a  special decoration of ornament, that tells a  
story from the Bible, is hung on the tree. 
 
Here at St. Anthony we will have our very own Jesse Tree at the entrance of 
the church starting on December 1. New ornaments will be placed on our tree 
each day leading up to Christmas. You can also make your own Jesse Tree at
